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FIRST STATION  

Jesus is Condemned to Death 

 

1 Corinthians 4: 1-5 

THUS SHOULD ONE REGARD US: as servants of Christ and stewards of the    
mysteries of God.  Now it is of course required of stewards that they be found 
trustworthy.  It does not concern me in the least that I be judged by you or any 
human tribunal; I do not even pass judgment on myself; I am not conscious of 
anything against me, but I do not thereby stand acquitted; the one who judges 
me is the Lord.  Therefore, do not make any judgment before the appointed 
time, until the lord comes, for he will bring to light what is hidden in darkness 
and will manifest the motives of our hearts, and then everyone will receive praise 
from God.

Lord Jesus Christ, Lamb without blemish or spot,  
you accepted the judgment of a human tribunal,  
   and by your humble surrender  
to a sentence of condemnation,  
opened to sinners the tribunal  
   of your inexhaustible mercy;

they may draw all people into the embrace of the Father.

FOURTEENTH  STATION  

Jesus is Laid in the Tomb 

 

2 Corinthians 2: 14-16 

THANKS BE TO GOD, who always leads us in triumph in Christ and manifests 
through us the odor of the knowledge of him in every place.  For we are the 
aroma of Christ for God among those who are being saved and among those 
who are perishing, to the latter an odor of death that leads to death, to the   
former and odor of life that leads to life.

and silent in the stillness of the tomb,  
let the prayer of your Virgin Mother  
enfold the priests of your Church

THIRTEENTH  STATION  

Jesus is Taken down from the Cross 

 

Luke 23: 50-54 

NOW THERE WAS A VIRTUOUS and righteous man named Joseph who, though 
he was a member of the council, had not consented to their plan of action.  He 
came from the Jewish town of Arimathea and was awaiting the kingdom of God.  
He went to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus.  After he had taken the body 
down, he wrapped it in a linen cloth and laid him in a rock-hewn tomb in which 
no one had yet been buried.  It was the day of preparation, and the sabbath was 
about to begin.

Lord Jesus Christ,  
immaculate Lamb sacrificed upon the altar  
   of the cross,  
bestow upon all your priests, the care  
and purity of heart to draw near to you  
in adoration of the enactment of your sacrifice,  
and such reverence in the care 
   of your Holy Mysteries,  
to sanctify all people,  
both now and for ever.

SECOND  STATION  

Jesus is Laden with the Cross 

 

Luke 9: 23 

THEN HE SAID TO ALL, òIf anyone wishes to come after me, he must deny  
himself and take up his cross daily and follow me.  For whoever wishes to save 
his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will save it.  What 
profit is there for one to gain the whole world yet lose or forfeit  himself?

Lord Jesus Christ, laden with the wood of the cross,  
you were regarded as a lamb to be slaughtered;  
be the strength of those priests of yours  
who go forward in the midst of tribulation and distress,  
famine, weariness, and peril,  
that comforted by your presence,  
they may, in turn, be able to comfort those  
who are in any affliction,  
with the comfort that you have given them.

THIRD  STATION  

Jesus Falls the First Time 

 

Jeremiah 20: 10 

YES, I HEAR THE WHISPERINGS OF MANY: òTerror on every side!  Denounce! 
Let us denounce him!ó  All those who were my friends are on the watch for 
any misstep of mine.  òPerhaps, he will be trapped; then we can prevail, and 
take our vengeance on him.ó 

 
Let us pray. 

Lord Jesus Christ,  
   Creator of all the universe,  
you fell beneath the weight of the tree  
and, in the sight of all, lay humbled in the very dust  
from which we were created.   
Reveal to those priests of yours brought low by weakness  
the surpassing power of your grace deployed  
   in infirmity,  
for when they are weak, you are their strength,  
and when they fall, you raise them up.

TWELFETH  STATION  

Jesus Dies upon the Cross 

 

Luke 23: 44-46 

IT WAS NOW ABOUT NOON and the darkness came over the whole land until 
three in the afternoon because of an eclipse of the sun.  Then the veil of the 
temple was torn down the middle.  Jesus cried out in a loud voice, òFather, into 
your hands I commend my spirit:ó and when he had said this he breathed his 
last. 

 
Let us pray. 

Lord Jesus Christ, Priest and Victim,  
glorious in this, the hour of your sacrifice,  
pour forth upon all the priests of your Church  
the sanctifying Breath of your Mouth.   
Wash them in that torrent of mercy  
that ever flows from your pierced side  
and, at the hour of their death,  
make them worthy of joining you  
before the Father in the heavenly sanctuary  
   beyond the veil,  
where you are always living to make intercession for us.

ELEVENTH  STATION  

Jesus is Nailed to the Cross 

 

Luke 23: 33-37 

WHEN THEY CAME TO THE PLACE CALLED THE SKULL , they crucified him 
and the criminals there, one on his right, the other on his left.  Then Jesus said, 
òFather, forgive them, they know not what they do.ó They divided his        
garments by casting lots.  The people stood by and watched; the rulers,   
meanwhile, sneered at him and said, òHe saved others, let him save himself if 
he is the chosen one, the Messiah of God.ó  Even the soldiers jeered at him.  
As they approached to offer him wine they called out, òIf you are King of the 
Jews, save yourself.ó

Lord Jesus Christ,  
you were nailed to the wood of the cross  
so that, by your wounds and by the shedding  
   of your blood,  
those wounded by sin might find healing, forgiveness  
   and redemption;  
look, then, upon your priests -  
heal those wounded by sin  
and, in your inexhaustible mercy,  
use them to make many whole,  
for you are the Physician of our souls and bodies.

FOURTH  STATION  

Jesus Meets His Afflicted Mother 

 

Luke 2: 33-35 

AS THE CHILDõS FATHER AND  MOTHER stood there wondering at the things 
that were being said about him, Simeon blessed them and said to Mary his 
mother, òYou see this child; he is destined for the fall and for the rising of 
many in Israel, destined to be a sign that is rejected ñ and a sword will pierce 
your own soul too ñ so that the secret thoughts of many may be laid bare.ó 

 
Let us pray. 

Lord Jesus Christ,  
despised and rejected by men,  
Man of Sorrows, acquainted with grief,  
your Virgin Mother beheld your face  
bruised and bloodied, disfigured and defiled,  
and you, in her gaze, beheld a pool of tenderness  
for the refreshment of your heart  
   and the hearts of your priests  
through the ages;  
grant that every priest of yours  
may find in Maryõs pure gaze  
the courage to advance along the Way of the Cross  
until, with her, he enters for ever into the joy  
   of your resurrection.
