Our week is packed with learning, prayer, 

affirmation, and even fun!  Some daily 

sessions focus on the art of leadership, 

communication skills, leadership styles, 

group dynamics, and planning skills.  

Other sessions explore various aspects of 

Catholic Christian discipleship and how it 

is embodied through prayer & liturgy, 

moral decision making, sacramental living 

and service.  Participants are challenged to 

use their skills 

and talents in 

planning sessions 

for specific por-

tions of the daily 

program such as 

morning  wake -

up, morning and 

evening prayer, 

meal blessings, daily liturgy, and evening 

socials.

Planning the Youth Convention  

Over the past two years, former CLI     

participants have shown remarkable   

leadership skills and talents in planning 

the annual High School Youth             

Convention.  Through planning the       

convention, CLI participants are able to 

put their newly learned leadership skills 

into practice.  Participants begin planning 

during the week of CLI where they are 

asked to join one of a number of planning 

committees.  The committees continue to 

meet regularly between August and         

October, culminating in their participation 

in the youth convention.
